Narrative:

On 8/12/2009 at approximately 15:00hrs, the Berrien County Sheriff Department's Narcotics Unit with assistance from the Berrien County Sheriff's Department's Road Patrol executed a search warrant for illegal narcotics at 2937 Wilson Rd.
