Executive Summary

Formal adoption and implementation of a federally approved hazard mitigation plan presents many benefits
to Berrien County and its participating jurisdictions. Most notably, by identifying problems and possible
solutions in advance of a disaster, the planning area will be in a better position to obtain hazard mitigation
funding from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). This may include both pre- and post-
disaster financial assistance.

This plan aims to produce the following strategic outcomes:

1 Reduce loss of life and decrease property losses due to the occurrence of natural disasters within the
planning area

1 Provide the framework and coordination to encourage government, and both public and private sector
organizations at all levels, to undertake mitigation to minimize potential disasters and to employ
mitigation strategies in the recovery following disasters

Specifically, these strategic outcomes will be brought about through the following planning process:

1) Identify, describe, and characterize the hazards to which Berrien County and its participating
jurisdictions are susceptible

2) Assess the risk of each hazard, including probability, frequency, exposure, and vulnerability

3) Examine feasible mitigation opportunities appropriate for the identified hazards, and prioritize those
opportunities

4) Implement mitigation actions to reduce loss of life and damage to property

5) Identify mitigation opportunities for long-term planning consideration

Mitigation Strategy

Members of the Hazard Mitigation Planning Committee (HMPC) actively participated in meetings, solicited
input from community members, and ensured that all jurisdictional information was reflected in the plan.
These HMPC meetings were conducted remotely through Zoom®, a cloud-based video conference service,
due to the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic.

If a committee member could not attend a meeting, they were provided a web link to view the information
discussed as well as the most recent documents and status reports from the meeting. The messaging
consisted of a brief overview of the meeting along with time for the planning committee member to offer
his/her suggestions or comments. A detailed description of the planning process, including a list of
contributions from each jurisdiction, is provided in Section 1.2.3 T Jurisdictions. Information specific to
planning committee participation can be found in Section 1.3 7 Stakeholder Participation.

(BOLDplanning) to facilitate plan development.

virtual public kick-off planning meeting. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, this event was held virtually rather

than in person, safely allowing the public and plan stakeholders to provide feedback from remote locations.

During this meeting, an initial Hazard Mitigation Planning Committee (HMPC), comprised of representatives

from each participating jurisdiction, was organized. The HMPC was instructed to solicit interested persons

from their communities to also participate on the committee. All participating jurisdictions actively took part

in the planning process by soliciting input, attending plan-related meetings, etc.

There were (3) three planning events held throughout the planning process. The final planning event, which
was the open comment period, took place on July 6, 2022. With the continued COVID-19 pandemic and
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safety measures still in place, this event (like the kick-off meeting) was held virtually rather than in person,
safely allowing the public and plan stakeholders to provide feedback from remote locations.

Additional planning events included virtual meetings with representation from the other participating
jurisdictions as well as the public. Planning events also included telephone and video conference calls with
municipal and agency officials who could not attend scheduled meetings. Further, there were monthly
situation report (SitRep) calls with Berrien Countyd6 s Emer gency Management and
Division (EMHSD) to provide updates along the phases of plan development. These SitRep calls were held

at the beginning of each month and were facilitated by BOLDplanning via Zoom® web conferencing.

Throughout the planning process, the public was given multiple opportunities to review plan drafts, ask
guestions, and provide input on hazards. They were also invited to provide feedback on mitigation project
prioritization, hazard identification, and hazard ranking. Further, BOLDplanning launched two online Hazard
Mitigation Plan (HMP) surveys specifically created for the planning area.

The first survey, the Berrien County, Ml Hazard Mitigation Plan Survey (https://publicinput.com/Q2851),
allowed for HMPC members, plan stakeholders, and the public to provide input to hazards and potential
hazard mitigation projects. The second survey, the Berrien County, Ml Hazard Mitigation Plan i Open
Comment Survey (https://publicinput.com/E8161) allowed all HMPC members, plan stakeholders, and the
public to provide feedback and input on the HMP update prior to its submission to the State of Michigan
Emergency Management and Homeland Security Division (EMHSD) and FEMA. Details and documentation
pertaining to the participation of the HMPC, and the public can be found in Appendix C i Public Participation.

Planning Process Summary

1) Each participating jurisdiction appointed a jurisdictional representative to serve on the HMPC along
with EMHSD, other plan stakeholders, and BOLDplanning.

2) Berrien County EMHSD engaged BOLDplanning to provide staff support in facilitating the planning
process and preparing the plan.

3) Meetings were held with HMPC members to understand and agree on planning processes and
steps required, including organizing resources, assessing hazards, developing a mitigation plan,
implementing the plan, and monitoring progress.

BOLDplanning held subsequent discussions about the planning process with Berrien County EMHSD staff.

1.22iWhat 6s New in this Plan Update?

Much like the processforupdati ng Berrien Countyds Hazard Mitig:
update involved a comprehensive review of the previous plan (in this case, 2012) and performing a gap
analysis, a specific process for evaluating each plan section and determining which portions require updating.

As part of the gap analysis, each section was reviewed in detail to identify all areas requiring re-evaluation

and subsequent data needs.

As part of the 2022 update, certain elements of Berri en Counhawe been r2téirned® whideM P
outdated information has been either updated or removed. For the current version, there is a particular focus

on updating the risk assessment, providing status for mitigation actions listed in the 2012 plan, identifying
new mitigation actions, and describing meetings and presentations held as part of the plan update.
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The Berrien County Hazard Mitigation Planning Committee (HMPC) assessed the list of critical facilities that

was used in the 2012 (approved September 2012) plan update and updated to reflect the current facilities

within the County and participating jurisdictions. This list is used throughout the HMP update and is the basis

for the vulnerability assessments and loss estimates. The complete list is available in Appendix D i Critical
Facilities & Infrastructure. Berrien County Sheriffo s Of f i c e, Emergency Managen
Division (EMHSD) staff updated this critical facilities list for BOLDplanning to produce updated GIS of the
County for this plan update.

Following this meeting, representatives from BOLDplanning worked with Berrien County and the participating
jurisdictions to provide updates relevant to previous mitigation projects (2012), including the current status
(completed, deferred, or carryover). The HMPC was also tasked with identifying any new mitigation projects
for this plan update and entering them into the BOLDplanning.com platform created specifically for Berrien
County, https://berrien.boldplanning.com/. During the planning process, Berrien County was able to update
the online system with its mitigation projects from the 2012 plan update along with the new/proposed projects
for the next five-year plan cycle.

The list of mitigation projects and actions selected for this plan update is based upon the potential to reduce

risk to life and property with an emphasis on new and existing infrastructure, ease of implementation,
community and agency support, consi st en cavailablefuhding, oc a
cost effectiveness, vulnerability, and total risk.

As with the previous HMP update (2012), the planning area will continue to take a multi-jurisdictional
approach to mitigation planning with this update and subsequent ones. The goals and objectives for the
County and its participating jurisdictions will continue to no longer differentiate from that of the County to

Mitigation does not end at plan approval; plan approval is only the beginning. The successful implementation
of any number of mitigation activities and projects requires the coordination and collaboration of different
local agencies, departments, and organizations. Each group has varying decision-making processes and
authorities governing their actions. This plan, once approved, must be integrated into their decision-making
processes as a tool for improving their respective resiliencies.

Where applicable, portions of the previous HMP (2012) were considered for incorporation into other local
plans and programs. Likewise, Berrien County intends to incorporate elements of this HMP (update) into
other planning documents. These may include the Berrien County Emergency Operations Plan (EOC) and/or
the Berrien County Comprehensive Plan. The latter focuses on land use and community development and
is required of all local governments by the Michigan Department of Community Affairs (DCA).

Hazard Mitigation Plan Update Kick-Off and Public Information Virtual Meeting i May 11, 2021

BOLDplanning hosted a virtual kick-off meeting via Zoom® web conferencing for Berrien County EMHSD,
the Hazard Mitigation Planning Committee (HMPC) and the public. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, this
event was held virtually rather than in person, safely allowing the public and plan stakeholders to provide
feedback from remote locations. Prior to the meeting, a public announcement ran for two weeks on the
Berrien County EMHSDOSs scoahéal 0se @pagecOpragtkis vatumidmedtihge
the public was invited to voice any concerns, ask questions, and provide input on the mitigation plan update.
The Berrien County HMPC was formed during this meeting, and they reviewed the planning process, asked
guestions, and were assigned roles. On the day of the Hazard Mitigation Kick-Off Meeting and Public
Information Virtual Meeting, 55 plan stakeholders attended; three (3) of those attendees were from the
public. BOLDplanning worked with the HMPC to collect contact information, hazard history, facility
information, and other pertinent jurisdictional information.

Hazard Mitigation Plan Mitigation Strategy Update Virtual Meeting i May 13, 2021

Berrien County EMHSD hosted a mitigation strategy update meeting for the Berrien HMPC and stakeholders
to learn how to represent the jurisdictions in the planning process by providing valuable insight related to
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hazards within the County. Due to ongoing COVID-19 concerns, BOLDplanning and Berrien County EMHSD
facilitated this meeting virtually via Zoom® web conferencing. Participants learned about the BOLDplanning
process for updating their mitigation projects and were encouraged to ask questions and express concerns.
EMHSD had 36 stakeholder attendees participate in this meeting. No members of the public were invited to
attend this meeting due to the stakeholders gathering to update the status of the mitigation projects in the
previous plan update (2012).

Hazard Mitigation Plan Update Public Review Period 1 July 7, 20227 August 8, 2022

Berrien County EMHSD publicized the Open Comment Period on their website, http://bcsheriff.org/582/
Emergency-Management-Homeland-Security-D, for a period of 30 days. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic,
and Berrien County government reopening with operations modified for COVID-Safe Practices, HMPC
members and the public were invited to review a draft copy of the Berrien County HMP update online
(http://www.berriencounty.org/1742/2020-Hazard-Mitigation-Plan-Project-Page) before voicing questions or
concerns. During the Hazard Mitigation Plan Public Review Period, Berrien County EMHSD had stakeholders
review the draft. During the public review, there were a total of 28 submitted comments during the 30-day
period. Documentation pertaining to the Public Review Period is included in Appendix C i1 Public
Participation.

Some of the feedback from the Public Review Period were incorporated into the Hazard Mitigation Plan.
Many of the comments specifically mentioned that the information within the Plan were accurate and provided
the necessary information for each of the jurisdictions.

Hazard Mitigation Plan Update Final Review Meeting i Date TBD

The updated Berrien County HMP was reviewed by the HMPC and any stakeholders, as requested, prior to
its submission to the Michigan EMHSD. However, due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the Berrien County
Hazard Mitigation Plan Update Review meeting was not able to be conducted in-person. In place of the in-
person meeting, Berrien County EMHSD hosted a virtual meeting with the HMPC and stakeholders. They
were provided remote access to review the draft plan and requested they provide any final comments via
email.

The Berrien County HMP (update) adoption letters will be disseminated and signed by the participating
jurisdictions. The signing of these resolutions codifies the adoption of the plan update by the participating
jurisdictions.

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1 Members from the public-at-large i FEMA requires this planning effort to be open to constant
input from interested citizens in compliance with the Sunshine Laws. In Michigan, public
meetings must comply with the Stateds Open Meet.i
exemption. Therefore, any individual citizen who wishes to be involved in this effort to mitigate
future disasters is encouraged to attend the HMPC meetings and to solicit relevant comments to
be included in the draft sections of the written plan.

1.4 7 Community Involvement

The Berrien County HMPC provided the opportunity for neighboring communities, agencies, businesses,
academia, non-profits, and other interested parties to be involved in the mitigation planning process. The
public was notified of open meetings via Berrien Count y 0 s, satial mediat amd local newspapers.
BOLDplanning and Berrien County EMHSD invited all non-covered jurisdictions, including school districts
and others with expiring mitigation plans, to participate in the plan update. Any jurisdiction or school district
not covered in this HMP update is either covered under another plan or declined to participate.

Local and regional agencies and the representatives of participating jurisdictions, including mayors, public
officials, Planning, Building and Zoning, GIS, and the Fire Department, were notified of HMPC meetings via
email and phone. Emergency managers from neighboring Michigan counties (Cass and Van Buren) were
personally invited to attend the kick-off and public draft review meeting.

At the first public planning (virtual) meeting, attendees ranked and identified hazards, created a community
profile, prioritized mitigation projects, and completed a risk assessment questionnaire. During this meeting,
and the latter public review meeting, concerned citizens and other parties were invited to review the most
current draft, provide any input of feedback, and ask any relevant questions of the Berrien County HMPC
and BOLDplanning.

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, and government reopening/COVID-19 Safe Practices for Berrien County
and the cities of Benton Harbor, Bridgman, Buchanan, Coloma, New Buffalo, Niles, St. Joseph and
Watervliet; the townships of Bainbridge, Baroda, Benton Charter, Berrien, Bertrand, Buchanan, Chikaming,
Coloma Charter, Galien, Hagar, Lake Charter, Lincoln Charter, New Buffalo, Niles Charter, Oronoko Charter,
Pipestone, Royalton, St. Joseph Charter, Sodus, Three Oaks, Watervliet Charter and Weesaw; and the
villages of Baroda, Berrien Springs, Eau Claire, Galien, Grand Beach, Michiana, Shoreham, Stevensville and
Three Oaks, Michigan, the Public Review Period of the plan draft was held virtually. HMPC members and
the public were invited to review a draft copy of the Berrien County HMP (update) posted to Berrien County
EMHSD6 s w e hispi/Mwev.berriencounty.org/1742/2020-Hazard-Mitigation-Plan-Project-Page  before
asking questions or voicing concerns. The HMPC, stakeholders, and the public provided feedback and input
on the plan draft by completing a feedback questionnaire (https://publicinput.com/Q2851).

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2.1.2 1 Fiscal Resources

The HMPC assessed their available funding options. Following is a list of federal, state, and local funding
sources that are either available or relevant to this update to the Berrien County HMP.

Fire Prevention and Safety Grants (FP&S)

These grants are administered by FEMA to enhance safety of the public and firefighters from fire and fire-
related hazards. The primary goal is to target high-risk populations and reduce injury. Fire departments, local
governments, and recognized community organizations are eligible to receive this funding.

Flood Mitigation Assistance Program (FMA)
The FMA program is designed to aid in the buyout of repetitive loss (RL) and severe repetitive loss (SRL)
properties as well as assist in the funding of flood mitigation projects and activities.

Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP)
The HMGP is managed by FEMA and administered by GEMA. Berrien County does not have any HMGP
funds available for mitigation planning.

Pre-Disaster Mitigation Grant Program (PDM)
PDM, which is managed by FEMA, is a nationally competitive grant program. The development of this plan
has been funded by a PDM grant at a 75% match.

Local Revenues & Budgets
Recognizing the importance of hazard mitigation planning, Berrien County and its participating jurisdiction(s)
haveself-f unded the 25% match required by FEMAG6s PDM
